Parton Youth Group Have their Say
Background
On the 10th June 2010, Police Authority Members , visited Parton Youth Group, to find out the views young people have on anti-social behaviour issues within their area.  Cumbria Police Authority want to let young people in Cumbria “Have their Say” and are rolling out a programme of Community Engagement Activity to capture the views of different groups.  This activity captured the views of people between the ages of 7 and 11 years. 
Information

Cumbria Police Authority has launched an on line questionnaire, within the Youth Zone section, as a result of this, 5 young people from Parton Youth Group completed the questionnaire electronically.  A total of 18 responses were received, the results are as follows.

Results

When asked “do you think crime and anti-social behaviour is an issue in your Neighbourhood”?  a total of 18 (100%) of the respondents answered “yes”.  
The Questionnaire then goes on to ask “what do you consider to be the main areas of anti-social behaviour in your neighbourhood”? 

Total number of responses were as follows, please note that when questioned, some young people highlighted more than one area as a cause of anti-social behaviour.

Youth Nuisance – 9

Vandalism         -  8

Nuisance Neighbours – 10

Drug Related Crimes   - 7

The Police Authority then wanted to know how they felt Police resources should be targeted to tackle anti-social behaviour, the majority of responses wanted to see more police on the street, followed closely by “the police should take the bad people away”

The results from this community engagement activity will be forwarded to Cumbria Constabulary, and progress will be reported back on the Police Authority Website.
