Community Engagement Results Friday 27th April 2010

Asda Store Carlisle

Background

Cumbria Police Authority are in the process of rolling out extensive community engagement activities around the County, previous engagement activity focussed around the town of Workington, the latest enabled the Authority to gather the views from communities within the city of Carlisle.

Detail

On the 27th,&  23rd  April 2010, Police Authority Members along with the Community Engagement Officer visited Asda Stores Carlisle, and  The Lanes Shopping Centre Carlisle, and spoke with 128 shoppers, the main theme of the engagement session focussed around crime and anti-social issues that most affect people in their area, a key theme within the recently approved Community Engagement Strategy.

Results 

51 people when interviewed, answered “Yes” when asked ;

“Is crime and anti-social behaviour an issue in your Neighbourhood?”, whilst 61 people answered “No”
For the people that answered Yes they were then asked to consider what they thought to be the main areas of anti-social behaviour.
The number of responses by anti social behaviour category are as follows:

*Some respondents when asked selected more than one are of anti-social behaviour as an issue in their area,

Concern was raised for residents in and around the Warwick Road area of Carlisle, in particular issues relating to youth nuisance. Residents in and around the Waverly Road area, raised issues with activities carried out behind Morrison’s store, it was reported that youth’s are gathering in the lane behind the store, and consuming alcohol, and causing a general nuisance, smashing bottles and leaving litter.  
Residents from a nearby sheltered housing scheme reported that youths are riding Mini Moto’s and using a cutting at the bottom of Caldew close as a short cut, and have been known to throw bottles and bricks at windows, the people concerned are frightened to report the incidents.
